Lesson Abstract:  Students explore assistive and adaptive technology, create a power point to show their understanding that new technology tools can be developed to do what could not be done without the use of technology.

Prior required technology skills:  Internet research skills, working knowledge of a presentation software program, such as Power Point
Sequence of Activities:

1. The teacher needs to import the IMS content file into their Class Server teacher software.
2. Assign the learning resource called “assistive/adaptive technology power point” to the students.
3. Do the pre-assessment described below.

4. Have students get into pairs or assign the students into pairs and then give the students time to research and create their power point as described in the Class Server assignment.

5. Show the power points in class, if you’d like.
Assessments:

· Pre-Assessment: Ask students if they have ever heard of assistive technology or adaptive technology. Ask if they have any idea of what it might be.
· Scoring Criteria:  none – just do a quick informal discussion of what the students know, but don’t give out any information if they have no clue
· Post-Assessment:  The finished presentation from each group
· Scoring Criteria:  see rubric in the Class Server assignment – it’s built in so the students can see it.
Technology (hardware/software): Internet connected computers, presentation software such as Power Point, Class Server software
Key Vocabulary/Key Words:  new technology, assistive technology, adaptive technology
Application Beyond School:  an appreciation and understanding of people with disabilities and the technology that makes their lives better or easier
Teacher Reflection and Notes:
I like this assignment because it pushes students out of their comfort zone and makes them think about others and gives the students a different viewpoint. 
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
