Title:   Seven Week Unit: Introducing Canada
Created by:   Joleen Lorens
Lesson Abstract: Students will use the historical perspective in collaboration with the Timeliner software to create a timeline of events in Canada’s history. Students will create a freehand sketch of a map of Canada.  Students will learn introductory information about the Canadian Government.  Students will learn about some of the natural resources in Canada and compose a short answer about the effects it has on portions of the Western Hemisphere.  Students will compose a persuasive essay about the population of Canada.

Station Summary



Week 1:  Preview and activate prior knowledge

The teacher will activate prior knowledge of the students for each station. 


Day 1:  The teacher will discuss station 1, Historical Perspective. Begin by asking questions about the specific content at this station.  Once a good discussion has been completed, discuss how the station will run.


Day 2:  The teacher will discuss station 2, Geographic Perspective.  Begin by asking questions about the specific content as this station. Discuss provinces, territories and major landforms in Canada. Explain how the station will run.  Go over the rubric with the students.

Day 3:  The teacher will discuss station 3, Civic Perspective.  Show the students the websites that are in the station 3 folder. The students will also preview newspaper examples of job descriptions.  Discuss how the Canadian government is run.  Go over the checklist with the students.

Day 4:  The teacher will discuss station 4, Economic Perspective.  Show the video to the students and discuss what the video is about. Activate prior knowledge pertaining to the natural resources in Canada.  Talk about how they influence the rest of our world. Help the students understand how the station will run.

Day 5:  The teacher will discuss station 5, Inquiry and Decision Making.  Review with the students the key points of a persuasive essay. Go over the checklist and the rubric with the students.  Review how to read data and add it to your essay.

Week 2: Stations Begin
Students will begin working on the stations. Each station will last 1 hour or class period.

Students will work on one station on day one and switch to the next station on day two and so on. Example: Student A begins Station 3 on Monday.  He will do Station 4 on Tuesday, Station 5 on Wednesday, Station 1 on Thursday, Station 2 on Friday and then begin Station 1, Week 2 on Monday. Weeks 3 – 6: Students work on stations as teacher monitors progress

During stations the teacher should monitor student progress with continual movement throughout the classroom.  

Week 7:  Presentations and wrap – up

Students will have the opportunity to present their information to the whole class.  Review and testing for full understanding via a class discussion will also take place during this week.
Assessments:

Pre-Assessment:
The class will engage in a week long discussion to obtain a better understanding of the students’ prior knowledge.
Post-Assessment:

Assessment will consist of rubrics, checklist and other types.
Station One:  A rubric will be used to assess the student generated timeline.
Station Two:  A rubric will be used to assess the quality of student generated map.
Station Three:  A checklist will be used to assess both forms of writing.
Station Four:  Students will be assessed on a response to a focus question.
Station Five:  A rubric as well as a checklist will be used to assess a persuasive essay.
Technology (hardware/software): 

1. Timeline software (example: Timeliner)
2. Laptops or desktops for stations
3. Internet access
4. Word processing program
5. Printer for printing labels to place on the map
