Lesson Title: Cinderella Comparison

Lesson Abstract:  Students will listen to two different versions of Cinderella and construct a venn diagram to show comparisons.

Sequence of Activities: 
Day One:  (in the classroom) Read and discuss Cinderella by Charles Perrault.  Introduce country of origin (France).
 Day Two: (in the classroom)  Read and discuss Yeh Shen by Ai-Ling Louie. Introduce country of origin (China).  Tie into Social Studies with as much or as little as you want. Show class www.googleearth.com website at this point.  Compare and contrast as a class.  Introduce a venn diagram.
Day Three: (in the computer lab) Students will construct their own venn diagram, comparing and contrasting the two versions.

Assessments:

· Pre-Assessment: Teacher observation
· Post-Assessment: Evaluate venn diagrams to see if students accurately conveyed two or three key points of each story, using similarities and differences.  Teacher can also use materials from websites cited above.
