Title:  Descriptive Writing

Lesson Abstract: In this lesson, children take an electronic fieldtrip where they will recognize that understanding is built with pictures, sounds and words.  Using a piece of artwork for inspiration each student will write a story that is descriptive and rich in details.

Sequence of Activities:

Day 1:  Website Activity
The students will go to the website http://www.moma.org/destination / 

(alternative-the teacher uses a data projector to display website).  As a class, click on the pieces of artwork and follow the directions for the activities.
Day 2:  Brainstorming/Planning Activity
Review the artwork from the Website Activity and discuss the artist’s use of detail to tell their story.  Is the student’s vision of the story the same?  Is it okay to have a different story?  Students will choose one of the artworks and then map out their own story using software, like Kidspiration/Inspiration. 

Day 3: Writing Activity

On day three, the students will use their “maps” and begin writing their story using appropriate word processing software.  Stories should be rich in descriptive details, and similes.

Day 4:  Editing, Proofing and Printing
On days 4 and 5, the children will edit and proof their stories.  The final copy will be printed out and published.  This could be a display, book or digital presentation.
Assessments:

· Pre-Assessment: 
· What is a story?  
· What makes a story interesting? 
· How can art or music tell us a story? 
· Post-Assessment:

· Children will create a story to match the one of the featured artworks.  
· Informal Teacher observation: Discussion of how the story relates to the picture.
· Scoring Criteria:

· Did the child create a story? 
· Does the story match the artwork?
· Does the story include at least two details about the artwork?
· Story must be two or more simple sentences.
