1.  Classroom discussion about the definition of homophones.
2.  Share classroom examples of homophones and how they are used correctly in sentences. Use the following website for examples:

3.  Have the students research the websites listed in Instructional resources and choose 10 different sets of homophones to use in their power point.

4. create the power point using the 10 sets of homophones, clip art, and photo imaging for completion.

5.  each slide should have a set of homophones, pictures and sentences.

Assessments:

· Pre-Assessment: Use a five question quiz to test the student’s knowledge of homophones.  This is included in the lesson plan.
· Scoring Criteria: Discussion of the correct answers
· Post-Assessment: Using an Epson projector, the students will present their power point to the classroom.
