Lesson Abstract: Students will learn how to use web sites to answer questions relating to the USA.

Sequence of Activities: Teacher will introduce lesson.  Using Teacher presented website www.eduplace.com.  Teacher can determine if students will work in groups or individually. (This lesson is adapted from the lesson called, Learning from the Web.) This would be a great lesson for introduction to the internet and the USA symbols!
Assessments:

· Pre-Assessment: Teacher observation
· Post-Assessment: Students have completed worksheet.
· Scoring Criteria: Teachers can set up their own scoring criteria based upon the number of worksheet questions answered correctly and upon how “savvy” students were in navigating the web.
