Sequence of Activities:

· Go to http://knowingpoe.thinkport.org/default_flash.asp web site.

· You must have a Real Player to get proper visual effect.

· Select “It will be the Death of me” by clicking on the paper.

· This is where the students begin, and will need the headphones, and they move through the program by clicking on the Next arrow icon. If for any reason the student loses their place there is a Table of Contents that they can click on to resume their place. 

· The video takes them through researching Edgar A. Poe by making the viewer a procrastinating student who did not do their homework. 
· Once the video is completed, students should visit http://knowingpoe.thinkport.org/person/timeline.asp - this is an interactive timeline about Poe’s life. The timeline not only encompass Poe’s life, but world literature and events that occurred in Baltimore during Poe’s life.

· The novice student can merely click show all, but others can pick and choose their timeline destination.
· However, this is not all of the elements that this web site has to offer, take time as an educator to visit the site and discover all of other amazing opportunities for allowing your students to know Poe!
Assessments:

· Pre-Assessment: Oral discussion of students’ prior knowledge of Poe.

· Post-Assessment: Create a worksheet or quiz that students complete immediately after visiting the web site, or incorporate the information on a final test for the unit.
