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             Technology-Enhanced Lesson Plan
Lesson Title:  Mapping Our Classroom

Lesson Abstract: Students use spreadsheet software to map their classroom.  Students will be able to explain the significance of locations of various items in their classroom environment.
Subject Area:  Social Studies
Grade Level:  1st or 2nd

Estimated time required to complete lesson or unit: 2 Days-30-40 minutes each day
Instructional resources: digital camera (for teacher use only), a spreadsheet program  ( example, Microsoft Excel, star www.sun.com/software/star/staroffice/index.jsp ), Printer (optional)
Prior required technology skills: logging in to computer, using a digital camera and uploading them into the computer (teacher only), Making a folder for your pictures (teacher only).
Sequence of Activities:

Before beginning this lesson, take a digital picture of various items in the classroom. (desks, chairs, teachers desks, flag, pets…….etc).  Crop the pictures down as little as possible.  Create a file and put all the pictures in the file and name it.  If possible, you could take a picture of the entire classroom if it is at the beginning of the year and it is blank!  You could set this as your background.

Day 1

1. Have your students gather at the meeting area.  Tell them to carefully use their eyes to look around the classroom.  Explain that our classroom is our “community.”  Ask students what kinds of things are found in our classroom community.  Allow students to give you answers. (e.g., desks, paint, art supplies, teacher’s desk, chairs, …etc..)

2. Now tell students to imagine they were floating on the ceiling looking down at the classroom.  What shape is our classroom?

3. Open a spreadsheet program on your computer so the students can see the screen. (you may want to project on an LCD)  Tell students to imagine the blank spreadsheet as the classroom.  Where are all the items in the classroom located?

4. Model how to insert pictures from a file and insert all the pictures from the file you created.  Show students how to click and drag the pictures to the proper locations. ( you may also need to show them how to resize the picture to make it fit) Do a few so that the students can do the rest.  Review how to print their picture. (optional)

5. Instruct students to go to their own computer (in a lab) or take turns using the class computer to do this task on their own.  

Day 2:

1. Gather students together at the meeting area.  Ask them to recall making a “map” of the classroom.  Ask students why they think the classroom is arranged this way? (get student answers)  Ask why they think we have these items in our classroom?  Why do we have different items here than at home?

2. Tell students they will do the same activity as yesterday, but now they can place the items where THEY think they should go!

3. Students can print their new designs and compare them to the current design.  Allow students to share their new classroom maps with the other students.  As an optional activity, maybe students can vote on how to arrange the room. (optional to teacher, of course!)
Assessments:

Students successfully printed an accurate classroom “map.”
Students shared their new maps with the class.

Technology (hardware/software): computer, printer, digital cameral, spreadsheet software (see above).

Application Beyond School: Students can compare the classroom community to their home community.  Students can map their bedrooms at home.
