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             Technology-Enhanced Lesson Plan
Lesson Title:  Our Diverse Families

Lesson Abstract: Students will create a presentation about their families that they will share with the class.
Subject Area:  Social Studies/ Language Arts
Grade Level:  1

Estimated time required to complete lesson or unit: 1-2 weeks
Instructional resources: Patricia Polacco book – The Keeping Quilt 

(you could pick other books, but this is my favorite),
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 computer or computers with internet access, presentation software( e.g., PowerPoint, hyper studio, star), digital camera that can be checked out, or a scanner, possibly 3 ½ floppies if students can access a student file on your system’s network.
Prior required technology skills:(teacher:  use of presentation software, digital camera, uploading pictures, use of scanner.)
Sequence of Activities:

Day 1:

1. Gather students to the meeting area and introduce one of the Patricia Polacco books to them. (you may want to go to her website for a listing of her books www.patriciapolacco.com 
2. Read aloud the book to the students, stopping at appropriate times to allow for a class discussion.
3. After reading the book, discuss ways and have students share about how the family described in the book was different or unique. ( you may want to share a family tradition of your own!) 
4. Write the word “Diversity” or “Diverse” on a board or writing tablet.  Explain that in our community/world all families are Diverse and without Diversity or world would be very boring.
5. If computers are available for everyone, go to Patricia Polacco’s website www.patriciapolacco.com .  Click on the appropriate book title.  Scroll down to the “quiz” section and have students take the online quiz.  (first grade will need to be done together and read to them)  2nd-5th should be able to read alone unless accommodations are needed.
6. After completing the quiz, have students raise their hands so you can check their results.  After you check, allow students to go onto the “activities” section to do an online puzzle, or activity.
Day 2:  (this will be an ongoing activity)- you may even want to read more of Patricia Polacco’s books and repeat the Day 1 activity.

1. Have students gather at a meeting area.  Ask them if they remember what “diverse” means.  Explain to students that even in our classroom, we have diversity.  All of our families are different.  Tell the students that we are now going to get a chance to show how our families are diverse.

2. Instruct students to either ( check out a digital camera from you, if possible  OR bring in snapshots of members of their family)  If you ask for snapshots, you may want to include the attached letter to send home to parents.  You can leave in or out the part of inviting parents to come in for the presentations.
Day 3-?

1. Once all of the students have brought in their snapshots (or taken the digital pictures) have them gather at the meeting area.  If students checked out digital cameras, each student should have access to the pictures via the computer.   If students brought in snapshots, call them up one at a time to scan them onto the computer and save them to their student network file or floppy disk. 
2. Once students have uploaded all their pictures to the computer, instruct them on how to use presentation software such as PowerPoint or hyper studio or star.  Have students insert pictures of each member of their families on one per slide.  Have students include the family member’s name on the slide and a brief description.
3. On the last slide have students type in what makes their families diverse.  
4. Designate a day when the presentations can be displayed.  It’s best to use an LCD projector if one is available.  Have students explain each slide when they present.
Assessments:

See rubric below for oral presentation.  You may also want to create your own rubric for the presentation design as well.
Technology (hardware/software):digital cameral that can be checked out or a scanner, computer, LCD (if available) presentation software such as PowerPoint, hyper studio, or star.
Key Vocabulary:
Families, diversity, Insert, File, Scanner, and slide, text-text, text-self, authors’ purpose, audience.
Application Beyond School:

Students will be able to appreciate diversity in their community.  Students will understand that all families are diverse, which make everyone special.
