Lesson Title: Sequence Power!

Lesson Abstract: Students will read a selection of narrative text and create a power point to retell, in sequence, the story elements.

Sequence of Activities: 
Day One:  (in classroom) Students will read selection of narrative text.  They will choose which text they want to retell in power point form.  Teacher/Class can decide if this project will be produced in small groups or individually.  Students will create short story board of sequence of events.
Day Two: (in computer lab) Students will create power point presentation based upon their storyboards (rough drafts).  Teacher/Class can decide how many slides will be required for project.  Each presentation should have a title slide and a resource slide (citing which book their presentation was based upon)

Day Three:  Students will finish power point presentations and share as time allows.

	Presentation has 1-2 grammatical errors but no misspellings. 
	Presentation has more than 2 grammatical and/or spelling errors. 

	Content - Accuracy 
	All content throughout the presentation is accurate. There are no factual errors. 
	Most of the content is accurate but there is one piece of information that might be inaccurate. 
	The content is generally accurate, but one piece of information is clearly flawed or inaccurate. 
	Content is typically confusing or contains more than one factual error.
