Sequence of Activities:
Show the “Bullying” powerpoint 
Ask the students to get into groups of 4 and discuss the powerpoint.

Follow up with a large group discussion.

-“Raise your hand if you’ve ever felt like a victim of bullying”


-“Does bullying take place in this school?”


-“What do you do when you see bullying?”


-“What should you do when you see bullying?”


-“What can the school do to reduce bullying?”
