Application Beyond School:

The social out reach for this lesson and unit is essential for all students.  Students begin to question the roles of students in the school. We connect the role of the oppressed with the oppressor throughout the literature we have experienced in class.  

UDL Implications:

Students can work alone or with a partner

More time can be given to students who need it.

Teacher Reflection and Notes:

This topic can be applied to many literature selections.  Applying the knowledge to a social problem keeps children motivated and interested.
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
