Lesson Title:  Detect the Detective

Lesson Abstract:  

Students will complete a web quest on the important detectives throughout history in order to construct the protagonist in their own writing of a classic mystery.

Sequence of Activities:

· Hand out web quest and compare and contrast chart

· Explain the instructions and how to get to the web quest

· Students will research 5 different detectives and pick the three top characteristics from each detective and record the information onto the chart.

· Students then create a “super’ detective with the characteristics.

· The end result is the fictional composition of a mystery story after the other elements are discussed in class. This is done later in the unit.
