             Technology-Enhanced Lesson Plan 2007
Lesson Title: Economic Indicators During Major Events Affecting National Security 

Created by: Pam Shoemaker
Lesson Abstract:  Students will draw connections between economic health and the uncertainty caused by an events viewed as a crises of national security.  The guiding question is “How do events viewed as crises of national security affect the price of stocks?”  Students research historical stock quotes to discover possible  trends and patterns.
Subject Area:  Social Studies
Grade Level:  9
Unit Title:  Economics

Estimated time required to complete lesson or unit:  3 class periods

Prior required technology skills:  basic web navigation skills
Sequence of Activities:

1. Provide the guiding question to students:  “How do events viewed as crises of national security affect the price of stocks?”
2. Divide the students into groups.  Explain that students in each group will be researching a major event in recent American history that was viewed as a crisis of national security.  Assign events or allow students to choose.   Examples include:  

· 2003 Invasion of Iraq (Mar 20, 2003)

· Terrorist attacks of September 11 (Sep 11, 2001)

· Oklahoma City Bombing (Apr 19, 1995)

· The Iraqi Invasion of Kuwait (Aug 2, 1990)

· The Invasion of Grenada (Oct 25, 1983)

· The Shooting of President Reagan (Mar 30, 1981)

· The Iran Hostage Crisis (Nov 4, 1979)

3. Students use the historical stock quotes from Big Charts, http://bigcharts.marketwatch.com/historical/, to complete the chart found on the attached student handout. 
4. Students create a poster or multi-media presentation based on the criteria on the attached student handout. (*UDL Offer flexible opportunities for demonstrating skill.) 

Assessments:

· Pre-Assessment:  Informal discussion and Class KWL.  “How do events viewed as crises of national security affect the price of stocks?”
· Scoring Criteria:   5 points for participation.
· Post-Assessment:  Performance assessment – poster or multi-media project
· Scoring Criteria:  See rubric
Technology (hardware/software):  computers with Internet access.
Key Vocabulary:  Speculation, analysis, economic indicators, factors of production, goods, competition
Differentiation:  If time and interest allows, students could research the aftermath in the oil fields following the 1990 Gulf War and the 2003 Iraq War.  Why did retreating Iraqi soldiers set oil wells on fire?  How were the fires extinguished?  What technology is currently available to limit the destruction of Iraqi oil fields in times of war?
Application Beyond School:  Students will develop knowledge about investing in the stock market.
UDL Connections (insert in sections where applicable) 
Teacher Reflection and Notes:  Students should find that the stock market fluctuates based on political events, but that the stock market is stable over time.

4. Was there a significant change of each company’s stock price two months before this event?

5. Was there a significant change of each company’s stock price two months after this event?

6. How did the stock change over the decade (five years before and five years after?)  Use the “Advanced” button on the BigCharts website and enter the dates in the Custom time frame area. 
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7. Does your group think, based on your research, that this event had an effect on the price of stocks?  Why or why not?  Why were some companies affected differently than others?
