Lesson Title:  Historical Powerpoint Presentations

Lesson Abstract: Students will create and present a presentation to the class using technology, teamwork, public speaking, and artistic skills.

At least one member of the group should have a working knowledge of powerpoint.
Sequence of Activities:
HISTORY POWERPOINT PROJECT GUIDELINES

Each group of four students will be responsible for creating and presenting a multi-media classroom lesson that highlights the most significant issues of the topic selected.  A maximum of 20 minutes will be allowed for each presentation and must include the following criteria:

1. Music

2. Pictures

3. Information 

4. Speaking

1. Music -  The song must be applicable to the issue being discussed.  The song and a typed copy of the lyrics must be submitted to the teacher by _____________  (by the end of the class period). Songs with questionable lyrics or subject matter will be rejected.

2. Pictures – Pictures must be appropriately related to the presentation.  No pictures of high school students or staff members can be used in any part of your presentation.  Pictures of questionable subject matter will be rejected.

3. Information- All information used in the presentation must be reliable and documented.  Copies of the presentation, as well as the web-site addresses and literary resources must be submitted by __________ (by the end of the class period).  Groups will submit the research information in proper annotated bibliography from. 
4. Speaking- Each group must have a speaking component to the presentation.  Students can use note cards in addition to the  power-point presentation.  Students will not be allowed to read a pre-written script.  

The project should have a clearly defined beginning activity (Introduction) that may be set to music.  The “Introduction” should define the subject at hand (i.e. “Nuclear Holocaust; How the world will be changed – set to the song “It’s the end of the world as we know it, by R.E.M.)  Follow the 80/20 rule. (80% entertainment / 20% information) Within the “Introduction” the group should indicate a clear definition of the subject.

The project should also contain a “body” of information that is the main source of teaching.  The body of information should be presented by a speaker (or speakers), highlighting the information using power-point.  The student should NOT stand in front of the class and read the information word for word off of the screen.  The speaker must be engaging and dynamic.   Again, the 80/20 rule should be applied.  (This time, 80% information / 20% entertainment)

Finally, the group must create a conclusion.  This conclusion should encompass all of the information that was presented by the group.   The conclusion should engage the audience and demonstrate that learning has taken place through awareness of the subject that was presented.  This could be proven through a written quiz, a verbal “engaged” discussion, or a “participatory” game. (a maximum of 5 minutes will be allowed for the conclusion.)

Individual Grade

Students will be assigned one final grade for this project and this grade will represent 20% of the overall semester grade.  (70% group content / 30% individual content)

Each group will have individual specialists who will take responsibility for the following presentation components.  These components will represent the bulk of that student’s individual grade.  The following components will be represented:

Technology/Team Specialist – This person will be responsible for the organization and coordination of the power point program.  

Duties will include: 

-E-mail a copy of the completed power point to the teacher on time and follow up on the acceptance of the e-mail

-Make sure the music and images are deemed appropriate by the teacher.  

-Make sure the program is loaded and working properly on the day of the presentation.  

-Click through the program accurately to allow for adequate reading time and music synchronization.

-Troubleshoot any technical problems that the group encounters. (find help if necessary)

-Make sure each member of the group is working on assigned tasks.

Information/Research Specialist – This person will be responsible for the development and organization of all research used in the power point.

Duties will include:

-Make sure all information in the power point presentation is clear and accurate.

-Make sure all information relates completely to the presentation.

-Make sure that the information in the presentation was generated from reputable sources. (at least 3 sources)

-Make sure not to omit any important facts.

-Create and submit an appropriate MLA style bibliography page.

-Give credit (in the presentation) to all group members, musicians, researchers, and 

anyone else worthy of receiving credit.

Artistic Specialist-  This person will see to it that the artistic vision of the project is carried out.

Duties will include:

-Choose pictures and music that are appropriate to the topic.

-Make sure all images are clear and undistorted.

-Make sure all song lyrics are clear, understandable, and related to the topic (type them if necessary.)

-Create and use graphs, charts, or visuals necessary to enhance the presentation.

-Make sure all visuals are explained (when necessary)

-Make sure all words used in the presentation are clear and easily read.

Language Specialist -  This person is responsible for making sure the presentation is free from grammatical errors.  This person will also be responsible for the quality of the spoken component.

Duties will include:

-Make sure the information is typed correctly, free from grammatical error.

-Make sure the information is presented in complete sentences.

-Make eye contact and use proper English skills (do not use slang)

-Make sure the spoken information was clear, accurate, and audible.

-Make sure to engage the audience.

-Make sure to present information properly, not just read from a screen.

Due to limited time, no longer than 20 minutes will be allowed for each presentation.  Presentations longer than the allotted time will be subject to a penalty deduction of one full letter grade for each minute past the allotted 20 minute time frame.
