Title: ITV Service-Learning Second Language Project

Lesson Abstract: 
Service-Learning is a teaching methodology, which utilizes community service as a means of understanding course objectives.  
· Students work within their own community to help it develop and prosper, and also to enhance their own community pride.

· Students can benefit personally, socially, and intellectually from preparing for, performing, and reflecting on service. (Flint Community Schools 2005-2006 Youth Projects Report p. 15)
This project will clarify, for students, the language they are learning.  It is a pro-student concept that enables high school students to give service by sharing their second language skills with third graders.  The project will meet once a week for 8 weeks in a 45 to 50 minute interaction session.  This is a major project and is recommended for 3rd year second language classes at the end of the first or beginning of the second semester.  High school students will share their skills and become:

· teachers, tutors and mentors of 3rd grade language learners,
· technicians engaging children through interactive and multi-medial lessons,
· creators of audio/visual literacy, and
· visionaries of educational change through Service-Learning and Technology.

When the project starts, students will continue to do their regular course work. One day a week will be assigned for project development and preparation, and one day for the project.  Homework assignments for the project will be required.  To prepare, students will:

· generate lessons for the 3rd grade students (called tutees) from a lesson template design by the teacher (see Lesson Template below),

· produce Big Books, puzzles, word search puzzles, fill-in the blank (cloze activity), games, etc.
· design PowerPoints, make Word documents with images, (add audio to files), and suggest appropriate web site for Spanish
· compose songs.
This project will develop and become a valuable addition to your 3rd year course on a yearly basis.  It can also be a tool for drawing students into higher level courses as they look forward to an exiting interactive project.  Contact your intermediate school district to check if it has the capacity to do Interactive Television (ITV, also referred to as video conferencing or distant learning).  If your ISD does not offer ITV, ask for assistance to make a connection with a web cam or utilize Skype at  www.skype.com  see Skype notes below.  Investigate other applications for connecting through technology.
This project is based on the Foreign Language Exchange Program (FLEP) that developed in Flint, MI for over 10 years.  FLEP included the following World Language: Spanish, French, Latin, German, and American Sign Language.  The transformation to the ITV Service-Learning Second Language Project (Spanish) happened in the Spring of 2007 at Flint Southwestern Academy with the technology capacity of the Genesee Intermediate School District (GISD), Genesee Pioneer Teacher Program, and the assistance of Beverly Knox-Pipes, Martin Jenning, and other GISD staff.

· The Foreign Language Exchange Program is on DVD, and the ITV Service-Learning Second Language Project is on VHS video tape.

· In addition, research data was documented on the ITV project.

· Video, data resources, and a PowerPoint presentation are available to facilitate the project.

Culture
