Lesson Title:  Inter-relationships and Self-Reliance: Two Different Lifestyles

Lesson Abstract: The students will complete a unit of study on storytelling employing the use of technology to strengthen their learning and appreciation of this genre. The students will demonstrate their learning through the creation of a graph, a persuasive essay, a personal narrative (telling their own story and revealing their strengths in inter-relationships and/or self-reliance), a brochure, and the presentation of a multimedia power point or slide show.

Grade Level: 9th

Sequence of Activities:

· Pre-assessment (below)
· Students will listen to and reread a version of “The Little Red Hen”

· Students will view and read “The Lesson From the Geese”.

· Class will discuss the meaning of key vocabulary (listed below).

· Small group discussion and charting the characteristics of Hen and Geese.

· Whole group discussion of characteristics.
· Class divides into gender groups and takes a tally of Hens and Geese.
· Groups create a graph/hens, geese, major care giver(rubric).
· Discussion, “People Are Different and Different is Good”.

· Writing a one page persuasive essay, ”_______S  ARE BETTER”(rubric).
· Students will create a brochure, ”Hens” or “Geese”: computer tutorial(rubric).

· Discussion of concepts: hens self-reliance/geese=inter-dependence.
· Students use the writing process to write a character revealing personal narrative: “Who Am I?”   (rubric).
· In groups of three, designer, producer, presenter, students will produce and present multimedia a project.
