· Post-Assessment:
· Construct a series of questions to assess students general knowledge of the media center

5. You should give a damaged book to the LMS?

Library Media Center (LMC) – academic space for the collection, 

cataloguing and dissemination of media resource to enhance the 

curriculum taught in the building LMCs, public libraries, academic 

libraries, and specialized libraries.

Library Media Specialist (LMS) – A teacher that is specially trained in 


library and information science.  The LMS provides accessibility to 


educationally appropriate media that supports the curriculum and the 


learning community.

Media – any print or non-print material used as sources of information 

Non-Fiction - literature or cinema that is not fictional; a true story or factual
work 

Non-Media – pens, pencil, paper, markers, glue tape, etc.  The stuff you 
need to use, but do not need to read to use it.
Online Catalog -a complete enumeration of items arranged systematically 

with descriptive details  

Patron – one who borrows or uses the services offered y by a library media 

center 

Periodical - published with a fixed interval between the issues or numbers

Reference - a work (as a dictionary or encyclopedia) containing useful facts 


or information
Application Beyond School

· Through this media center orientation, the Library Media Specialist introduces skills to students that with practice they master. They gain self confidence to research on their own.   Students feel empowered by their newly attained library skills and confident enough to look up information without assistance.  This confidence is a building block for application to similar settings while researching independently and operating in a digital environment.
