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             Technology-Enhanced Lesson Plan 2007
Lesson Title:  Liechtenstein

Lesson Abstract: Students will learn factual and cultural information about the German-speaking country of Liechtenstein by completing an internet scavenger hunt and creating a 1-page collage of information in a word or publisher document using the information gathered.
(Note:  This lesson can be adapted to any topic or subject area that requires the learning of factual information, in some cases “trivia” about a topic.  It is most useful when completed in a single, traditional class period.  Students stay on task because they know time is limited.  They may also share information and websites, but each student must complete his/her own collage.)

Sequence of Activities:

Introduce and Model New Knowledge

When looking for information that is already worded in the target language, type in words, phrases, or entire questions in that language.  Do not translate.  This will take you to sites that give information and answers.  

If the question asks "Wie sieht ... aus?", be sure to click on "images" or "Bilder" if you're in google.de.  Then you will get pictures *UDL (offer choices of tools) for what the keys words or phrases.

Use "insert textbox" to insert boxes into which pictures or words can go to create your "collage" of information.  Use the large country as a background for your collage and place information strategically as you go.

Provide Guided Practice
Together:  Let's complete question 13 together.  Wie heisst und sieht der Prinz von Lichtenstein aus?  

Go to www.google.de.

Type in "Prinz von Liechtenstein".

Click on "Bilder".

You will get several pictures of past and present rulers of Liechtenstein.  To be sure you select the correct person, minimize the pictures and go to wikipedia.org and ask "Who is the current prince of Liechtenstein?" - confirm you choice of picture with the information there.  You may choose to use the picture from wikipedia!

Provide Independent Practice (Assignment)
Complete a 1-page collage of information using Microsoft Word or Publisher.  The information can be represented through pictures, sentences, or a combination of pictures and sentences.

1.  Get a simple outline map of the country of Liechtenstein.  Put it in a word or publisher document, and enlarge it to fit the page.

2.  Add a textbox with your name and today's date using the German dating style:  Dienstag, den 19. Juni 2007

Students receive 1 point for each piece of information that is correct on the collage.

Formative Assessment:

During the next class period, before returning the collage to students, ask the questions from the assignment in random order - in German.  You will be surprised to discover that students have learned all or most of the information including trivia such as number of inhabitants.

Provided with a simple map of Liechtenstein, students will complete fill in the blank sentences of information about Liechtenstein.
