Lesson Abstract: Students will complete a research project using an online website that helps students organize information, take notes and cite sources.
Subject Area:  ELA

Grade Level:  9-12
Unit Title: Biography Unit

Sequence of Activities:

1. Teacher should visit the Bedford Bibliographer website and become familiar with the site, register and create a sample research project.

2.  Discuss the basics of doing research.

3.  Review the concept of a bibliography or work’s cited page.

4.  Discuss the importance of organizing information when doing research.

5.  Introduce and demonstrate Bedford Bibliographer.

6.  Get students registered and allow time for them to input basic information.
