Lesson Title:  Speaking Idol

Lesson Abstract: 

Students will demonstrate a clear understanding of dialogue, author’s purpose, voice and style.  

Students will use Audacity to create an audio file that reflects form, voice and style when reading aloud.  

Students will also communicate a clear understanding of learned concepts through their dialogue presentations and the critique of peer oral presentations.

Sequence of Activities:

1.  Present dialogue information (ex. Power Point presentation, guided note-taking, cooperative learning opportunity)

2.  Practice dialogue skills through practice sheet or game (teacher’s choice)

3.  Students choose a passage that displays strong voice through dialogue

Students prepare an introduction that explains their novel title, the characters involved in the dialogue, and the significance of the passage to the larger work.

4.  Students practice dialogue “performance” to be judged on Idol

5.  Students create audio file for preview by teacher (submissions through email or CD)

6.  Explain audition rubric scoring

7.  Three judges are chosen and rotated so that each student gets to both perform and judge using rubric

8.  All students perform and judge.  The Speaking Idol is voted upon and crowned

9.  Reflection Activity: In writing, students produce a dialogue between two characters from class reading (for example:  Elie Wiesel and Ponyboy Curtis)

10. Students Word process written dialogue and turn in electronically
