The Language of Literature Grade 9- (pgs. 6-7) (McDougall Littell)

· Use the most appropriate software publishing program to create a product

Sequence of Activities:

Students will:
· Review pgs. 6-7 in the Language of Literature Grade 9  book-Strategies for Reading:

· Predict

· Visualize

· Connect

· Question

· Monitor

· Clarify

· Evaluate

The class review will focus on the fact that these strategies are rarely used in isolation and that they all work together as a system of what good readers do when they read.  With this information, students will continue to self-assess themselves as readers.

· After class review of reading strategies, laptops from wireless lab (with disks) will be re-distributed and students will continue creating bookmarks.  Students will be reminded that their bookmark must include:

· The name of each of the seven strategies

· A definition for each strategy

· The use of each strategy within the reading cycle (Before, During, After reading) 

· Something unique and/or special to the student

**Teacher will continue creating his/her bookmark while students are able to see his/her progress on the laptop that is connected to the document camera.

· Before logging off, students will save all work and turn in disks.  This will enable the teacher to view, grade, and print all completed bookmarks.  The students who did not finish will have to do so outside of class time and may take their disks with them with the understanding that they are responsible for them.
· Homework due on day four—In the Language of Literature book, read the story Plainswoman (pgs. 8-19), which includes transcripts of the spoken comments by two ninth-grade students.  There will be a class discussion and quiz over the story on day four.

The pre-assessment was given on day one and was not needed today.

· Scoring Criteria:

The ticket-out is a participation exercise so students filling in all blanks with a reasonable response will receive full credit.
