Lesson Abstract: This unit may take an entire six weeks depending on the number of standards covered. Students will study The Holocaust from literary, political, and sociological perspectives using a combination of books, videos, and computer technology. How do students study a period in history filled with atrocities and relate it to our world today?

Subject Area: This unit leaves room for teachers or teams to include Social Studies, Language Arts and Math in one thematic unit.

Sequence of Activities:

Students will work individually and interact with each other and with the teachers. They will read orally, watch videos, listen to speakers, participate in discussions, and do research on computers to answer questions and write reports. Teachers will present background information, supervise classes, and lead discussions. Speakers will supply supplementary material and answer students' questions.

Language Arts- 

1. Students will watch the video Dear Kitty as background for the period and for the family of Anne Frank. 

2. Students will take parts and read the play version of The Diary of Anne Frank. 

3. Students will watch the movie The Diary of Anne Frank.

4. Students will write a critical review, which will include a comparison of the play and the movie. 

5. Students will read orally in class the novel Lisa's War by Carol Matas. 

6. Students will do research for reports using the reproducible activity book and CD-Rom Teaching the Holocaust with the Internet and the CD-ROM Powers of Persuasion. 

7. Students will watch the video Not in Our Town to see how a similar situation involving racial hate crimes started in Billings, Montana, and how the citizens dealt with them. 

8. Students will write a paper comparing the situation in Germany with that in Billings, Montana.

Social Studies-

1. A handout entitled, Frequently Asked Questions about the Holocaust and a sheet on Holocaust terms introduces students to the unit. Also, show the video, The Holocaust: In Memory of Millions. This video introduces viewers to the U. S. Holocaust Museum and tries to answer the question, Why should we remember? 

2. Students will answer questions from the handout A Short History of Germany in which Dr. Dean B. Roberts, professor of History and Education, Tennessee State University gives a general overview of the political, social, and economic conditions in Germany in pre- and post-war Germany. Students will view the video, The Master Race that details Hitler and his Nazi propaganda. 

3. Conduct a follow-up discussion of Dr. Roberts' lecture. Show the video, Seeds of the Holocaust 1933-1935. This video seeks to answer the questions: How did Hitler take control of Germany? Why did Hitler single out the Jews for persecution? Who was responsible for Adolph Hitler? 

4. Students will read the pamphlet, A Young Person's History of the Holocaust. Show the video The Death Camps 1935-1945, which seeks to answer the questions: What did ordinary Germans know about The Holocaust and what was their responsibility? What lessons can we learn from the Holocaust? 

5. Students will read and discuss the selection entitled, What is Judaism? and The Roots of anti-Semitism in which Rabbi Ken Kanter of the Congregation Micah speaks to students about The Holocaust and Judaism. 

6. Students will view video Heil Hitler! Confessions of a Hitler Youth and have a follow-up discussion. 

7. Students will listen to a first hand account of a Holocaust survivor. 

8. Students will interpret a chart on Holocaust statistics followed by the video Holocaust-Liberation of Auschwitz. 

9. Internet Activity- Life in a Concentration Camp. Students are introduced to the realities of a concentration camp. Prior to doing this exercise, review with students general information about The Holocaust and conduct an overall discussion of the subjects that have been covered so far in the unit. Allow time for questions. These preliminary activities are to ensure that the students understand the pictures they will see. This activity is designed for grade levels 4-7 and should take 2 to 3 hours to complete.

· Pre-Assessment:
KWL Graphic Organizer
· Scoring Criteria: Save their KWL Graphic Organizers and edit them throughout the unit. Compare the first KWL with their Power Point created as an alternative assessment
· Post-Assessment: Students will participate in discussions, answer questions on tests, turn in worksheets with answers found on the internet, and do research reports using information garnered from web sources.
Alternative Assessments: Create a Power Point that represents the student’s learning throughout the unit of study
