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             Technology-Enhanced Lesson Plan 2007
Lesson Title:  Using Images to Connect Ideas
Created by: Pam Shoemaker
Lesson Abstract:  This lesson has been designed to be used at the end of a unit to help students connect the big ideas.  It can easily be modified for any grade level and any unit by changing a few images.  24 images have been added to PowerPoint slides, some that relate to the content and others that do not.  Students work in groups to create a story connecting concepts from the unit.  They must use all of the provided images, re-ordering them in a sequence that makes sense to their story.  Students narrate their story and share their narrated PowerPoint with the class.
Subject Area:  Any subject (the attached example is for a Social Studies unit)
Grade Level:  Any grade level (the attached example is 6th grade)
Unit Title:  Any unit (the attached example is for a western hemisphere unit)

Estimated time required to complete lesson or unit:  2 class periods
Instructional resources:  Clip art.  Loading the “Images Lesson PowerPoint”
 on a website for students to download would be the easiest way to distribute the file.  
Prior required technology skills:  PowerPoint skills include using slide sorter and recording narration.
Sequence of Activities:

1. Students work in groups of four for this lesson.  The teacher can assign the groups or let the students select. (UDL:  Teacher can group students according to ability and learning style.
2. Distribute the PowerPoint file.
3. Explain the directions.  Students will:

a. Create a “story” that connects ideas studied during a unit.

b. Use ALL images.

c. Re-sequence the images using the Slide Sorter in a way that makes sense to the group and connects ideas.  See attached handout for directions.

d. Narrate PowerPoint.  All students must narrate a portion of the “story.”

e. Present their project to the class.  
Assessments:

· Pre-Assessment:  None needed.  This is an end-of-unit learning/review activity.
· Scoring Criteria:

· Post-Assessment:  Re-sequenced PowerPoint with narration.
· Scoring Criteria:  See attached rubric.
Technology (hardware/software):  Computers with Multimedia program (example uses PowerPoint), computer microphone, computer speakers for class presentations.
Key Vocabulary:  varies by unit
Application Beyond School:  students can apply the skills learned in this activity in other situations- creating a narrated photo slideshow with vacation pictures, for example.
UDL Connections (insert in sections where applicable)

This lesson includes many UDL connections:

· No writing/text is required.

· No “correct” answer.

· Creativity is embedded in the activity.

· Teacher can group students according to ability and learning style.
Teacher Reflection and Notes:  This lesson can be easily modified by changing some of the images in the example PowerPoint.  About half of the images should relate to the unit in a clear way, the others should be random items.  The random items will foster higher-order thinking and creativity.
Using the Slide Sorter
1. [image: image1.emf]Open the PowerPoint file.
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View > Slide Sorter.  

3. Click and drag slides to another location to change the order.
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4. Save.

To record Narration:
1. Plug microphone into computer.  

2. Slide show > Record Narration.  

3. The Record Narration menu appears.  To check to see if your microphone is configured properly, click the “Set Microphone Level” button.  Follow the directions and adjust the settings, if necessary.  Be ready to talk before you click OK!  [image: image4.png]e ——————

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4. PowerPoint will immediately open in SlideShow view.  Begin speaking into the microphone to narrate the first slide.  Click to move to the next slide and keep narrating.  Continue until you are all finished, then hit the Escape key on the keyboard.  
5. The audio is now embedded into the PowerPoint.  

6. To test, put the presentation in SlideShow view.  Adjust volume.
