Lesson Title:  The Wish Giver – Increasing Vocabulary

Lesson Abstract:  The student will incorporate the use of dictionary.com, develop PowerPoint presentation using 5 words, and make a crossword puzzle of total vocabulary words and their definitions.

Activity will need 3 or 4 days. 135-180 minutes

· Students will use http://www.dictionary.com to look up the words and choose the definition that matches the definition with the way the word is used in the book.
· Students will write the pronunciation, part of speech and definition on the handout and/or fill in handout using a computer word program. UDL (Using teacher/student shared drive)
· Each student will make a crossword puzzle of words, using definitions and/or

· Students will share or exchange puzzles with peers and complete.
