as the formal lesson.  To summarize the lesson, write the equation y= 2x – 5 to pairs of students.  Students should create a table, then graph, and talk about the domain and range of the function.  The first team to complete the summary becomes the “Team Teachers” and will get to explain what they did to the rest of the class.
